Framework for the Future

informed us that many residents were critical of our public relations
and communications. Happily the results have not borne out this
suggestion. The full analysis — warts 'n’ all — will be distributed with
the winter newsletter.

People

We're pleased to welcome Barry Cooper on to the Parish Council, as
replacement for Sarah Harwood-Gray who recently resigned. Barry
was elected unopposed at a bye-election on 22nd October.

Next May all 13 seats are up for election, when the cost will
(hopefully) be met by the District Council. By way of explanation,
bye-elections are paid for by the Parish Council, whereas the four-
yearly full elections are paid for by the District Council — at least they
have been in the past.

Misterton Most Improved Property Competition

This year’s award went to Mr. Rodney Booth in respect of the
excellent and tasteful garden extension he has created on the site of
the former Temperance Hall.

We extend our appreciation to all the entrants, as they make a real
contribution to the quality of life in Misterton.

Victoria Institute

Our working group of councillors and residents has established that
it will cost between £70,000 and £100,000 to repair the Victoria
Institute. If we could raise that money through grants, one possibility
is to redevelop the building as a local museum and educational/
heritage centre, although parking would have to be provided. Failing
that, the only alternatives on the table at the moment are to demolish
and recreate the site as a sensory garden, or to sell the building on
the open market.

Sports Field

The sports field is well worth a visit, if only to view the new fencing we've
installed to replace the 70 year-old former boundary wall. Full marks to
North Notts Landscapes Ltd. for doing an excellent job.

Eight years ago the sports field had very limited facilities. Since then
we've provided:

W multi-court

M skate/bmx park

M children’s playground with new tarmacadam path to it

W new tarmacadam path to replace the old concrete path to the pavilion

M various security fencing and railings

M new boundary fence

M car park drainage system

W revamped pavilion, including facilities to serve cricket teas — in
partnership with the Cricket Club

H new cricket sightscreens

M legal, etc. assistance to enable the Bowls Club to provide a new
bowls pavilion

Most of the cost of providing the above came from grant-aid.

Whilst speaking of the sports field, we offer well-deserved congratulations

to the Cricket Club for gaining promotion by winning Division Six of the
Bassetlaw & District Cricket League with a total of 299 points. Seven
members of the team are local lads, under the age of 21, who joined the club
as junior players and have progressed into the senior side. Not content with
this success, Misterton also won the Gainsborough Evening League — Division
3 championship this year, going through the whole season undefeated.

We would also like to mention an approach from a resident about the
possibility of establishing a sports committee, particularly with a view to
getting football going again.

Village Calendar 2010

We've for the first time published a village
calendar, featuring village scenes, which
is available to purchase from the Misterton
Centre at a cost of £4 per copy.

Citizen of the Year Awards 2009

Our annual Citizen of the Year Awards provide a great opportunity to
recognise people from all walks of life who have made a significant
contribution to village life. We have a junior award (up to age 18)
and a senior award. If you would like to nominate someone, please
write to the Clerk to the Council, or send an email, with up to 50
words explaining why you are nominating him or her. The deadline is
31st December.

Community Speed Watch

We wish to consult residents about Community Speed Watch, which
is administered by Nottinghamshire Police. Any village scheme must
be recognised and supported by the Parish Council. A number of
Bassetlaw parishes now have schemes up and running in which
trained community volunteers carry out speed monitoring, with follow-
up police work on driver education and enforcement.

The Police provide equipment, which is shared amongst 3 or 4
villages, training and village signage. A scheme can have up to six
volunteers, each prepared to dedicate at least one hour per week
every few weeks. Active volunteers monitor traffic speed during
daylight hours at specified locations within the 30mph zones. Other
volunteers may wish to carry out clerical/administrative tasks. The
Police write to offenders identified, asking for their assistance in
keeping speeds down; persistent offenders are subject to

targeted enforcement.

We need to know if you're willing to dedicate at least one hour per
week as a trained community volunteer. Please contact the Clerk to
the Council.

Rumour Buster
